LSW Inventory Spreadsheet Instructions
Please note: You need to have installed MS Excel for being able to open and use this file.

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1 Short overview:
With this LSW Inventory Spreadsheets you have a nice overview which Star Wars Sets are available, how many pieces they have and what the MSRP was. You can add your sets for seeing how much your collection is worth and how many pieces you have all together.
Additionally to this there is a second sheet where the Minifigs are shown. 
When you change a set quantity it is automatically changed at the Minifigs-sheet as well. 
Also you can add extra Minifigs, if you have bought Minifigs without a set.

2 Detailed functions:

2.1 The Sets – Sheet: 
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The Sheet is parted into 8 columns.
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· Year = there you see the year in which the sets were released. But please note that the first few rows show all Pens, Magnets, Keychains etc, before it starts with the Years and the Set releases.

· Number = the Number which Lego gave the item

· Set Name = the Name from the Set or the Pen or the Keychain or the Magnet

· Pcs = shows how many pieces this set has

· MSRP = the Price for which the set was officially sold

· Qty = now it's your turn! Into this field you can enter the quantity how many times you have this item. Default is 0, so if you don't have this item, you don't need to do anything.
· Pieces = after entering the Quantity Excel is calculating automatically how many pieces you have from this set with Pcs*Qty. For example the set has 100 Pcs, you have entered 2 into Quantity, then Excel calculates 100*2 and shows 200 in the field Pieces.

· Price = again Excel is calculating automatically how much you spent for this item with MSRP*Qty.
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After you entered all your sets, Magnets, Pens, Keychains etc, scroll down to the bottom.
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Now you can see how many sets you have in total, how many pieces you have because of these sets, and how much it has cost you to get this great collection of Star Wars Lego.

You can add tax as well, then excel calculates the total price.

The last field shows you the average cost per piece.

2.2 The Minifig – Sheet:
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This sheet is parted into 6 columns.
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· Part = the unique number of the Minifig, how it is used by Bricklink, Peeron etc.
· Picture = a picture from the Minifig
· Name = the Name of the Minifig
· Set Qty = This Quantity is filled in automatically when you add the set at the set-sheet.
For example: You have the set 4502, in the sets-sheet you set the quantity = 1, now Excel does automatically set the Set Qty in the Minifig-sheet from Luke, Yoda and R2D2 = 1 as well.
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· Extra = here you have two possibilities.
1. you bought a Minifig without a set => enter this Quantity into Extra

Example: You have Set 4502, so you have 1 Yoda included in the set. But you think Yoda is sooo cute, that you bought 2 more at Bricklink. Enter 2 into Extra, and you see that you have 3 Yodas in Total.

2. you bought a Set where one or more Minifigs are missing => enter the negative Quantity into Extra

Example: You bought 4502 by Ebay. The Yoda Minifig is missing. So you enter -1 into Extra.

· Total = Set Qty + Extra, Excel calculates this automatically. Total shows you then how many times you have this Minifig.
After entering all your Minifigs, scroll down to the bottom. There you see the total amount of your great Star Wars Minifig Collection.
